EASTER OF THE LORD’S RESURRECTION 
05 April 2026 

 
READ :  First Reading: Acts 10:34a, 37-43 
Responsorial Psalm: This is the Lord has made; let us rejoice in it and 
be glad. 
Second Reading: Colossians 3:1-4 
Gospel Reading: John 20:1-19   

Christ is risen! 
Today's readings remind us of Easter reality. In the first reading, Peter 
proclaims that Jesus, who was killed, rose again and commanded them 
to bear witness to him as Lord and God. St. Paul exhorts the Colossians 
that as believers in the risen Lord, we have all died and risen with him. 
As such, we ought to live genuinely as Easter people, seƫng our hearts 
on godly maƩers. The gospel takes us back to the first Easter morning 
when the disciples could no longer find the Lord's dead body in the 
tomb. 
REFLECT: Easter reminds us that there is life aŌer death. The Lord did 
not remain forever in the tomb; instead, he rose for you and me. Christ 
is risen! We who believe in him and are bapƟzed in his spirit share in 
the power of his resurrecƟon. We are Easter people. This means we are 
not meant to stay buried in the tomb of our sins, bad habits, severe 
addicƟons, or depression. 
Nothing can hold us down anymore - sadness, discouragement, doubt, 
not even death. Amid the darkness of the world, with its hatred and 
violence, we are reminded that Christ has conquered all and that we 
have the power to face these challenges. We, too, can conquer all if we 
put our faith in him who rose from the dead. 
RESPOND: Face life's challenges with faith in the power of Christ's 
resurrecƟon. 
Prayer: Lord, give me the grace to remain rooted in you and face the 
world confidently.
